A cool, even 2021 growing season in Sta. Rita 
Hills followed a dry winter and mild spring, 
leading to a steady, extended ripening period. 
Persistent coastal fog and afternoon winds 
preserved natural acidity while allowing Pinot 
Noir to develop depth and phenolic balance. 
The vintage produced wines with concentration, 
freshness, and structure that clearly ref lect the 

region’s cool-climate character.

The site’s consistent marine layer, breezy 
afternoons, and excellent drainage create ideal 
conditions for slow, even ripening. Careful 
vineyard practices and low yields result in fruit 
with vivid concentration, balanced acidity, 

and a distinctly mineral-driven profile.
