A dry winter and cool spring in 2022 shaped 
balanced vine growth in Alisos Canyon, with 
lighter yields setting the tone early in the season. 
Moderate summer weather preserved acidity before 
a Labor Day heat event hastened ripening and 
brought harvest forward. The vintage produced 
concentrated, expressive wines with vibrant acids 
and structure, reflecting the AVA’s warm days, 

cool nights, and persistent winds.

Sandy, well-drained 
soils and warm high-desert sun are tempered 
by persistent coastal breezes, encouraging full 
flavor development while preserving freshness 
and natural acidity. The result is fruit with 
vibrant purity, lifted aromatics, and energetic
